(45 teams) coming from outside the lower mainland.  Noticeably absent from this year’s tournament 

line-up was our Richmond International Bantam/Midget Hockey Tournament (RIBMHT).  Historically 

this tournament draws a number of teams from all over the U.S.  However, with one of the Covid 

restrictions being not accepting teams from the U.S., we felt it would not be feasible to operate this 

tournament.  Next season, we expect this restriction to be lifted, and look forward to welcoming back 

this tournament and our US friends.     

 

This year also saw the formation of our Tournament Committee.  These hard-working volunteers 

oversaw the running of our tournaments.  They made sure that all players, coaches and managers 

received great swag/gifts.  They also took care of our referees in ensuring that they were well organized, 

well prepared – and well fed!
